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Dear Parents, 

With the understanding that the cost of attending Doane Academy may pose a financial burden for some families, the Board of Trustees has established the financial aid fund. In 2009-2010, well over a quarter of Doane Academy's students received some type of financial aid, which is above the national average of 19.7%.
Aid is distributed in the form of grants which act as outright tuition deductions.  These funds are generated from Doane Academy’s solicitation of annual gifts from faculty, alumni and friends, NOT from SSS by NAIS or from the government.

We expect we will have a similar number of financial aid applicants for the 2010-2011school year.  Therefore, we encourage families who are interested in applying for financial aid for the 2010-2011 school year to start the process immediately. Early submission of the complete financial aid application merits early consideration in the distribution of limited financial aid funds.

The Financial Aid Committee will begin reviewing qualified students’ complete financial aid applications as they are received. Qualified students are those who have been offered an enrollment contract for the 2010-2011 school year, and have signed and returned it with enrollment deposit and have completed the financial aid application.  A complete financial aid application includes:
· the processed PFS form (see page below for instructions)
· Application for Financial Assistance (see below)
· copy of your 2009 Federal Tax Return and W-2

If Doane Academy is able to provide financial assistance, an award notification letter and amended enrollment contract will be sent with in three weeks of receiving a complete financial aid application.

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Applying for Financial Assistance for the 2010-2011 School Year
Information for Families
The Financial Aid Committee will review qualified students’ complete Financial Aid Applications as they are recieved  (qualified students are those who have been offered an enrollment contract for the 2010-2011 school year, and have signed and returned it with enrollment deposit..)  A complete financial aid application includes:  1) the processed PFS form (allow 3 weeks for processing) 2) Application for Financial Assistance and 3) copy of your 2009 Federal Tax Returns and W-2.  You may begin to apply for financial aid immediately, as described below.  
Completed applications will be reviewed as they are received.  Early submission of the complete financial aid application merits early consideration in the distribution of limited financial aid funds.  Financial aid applications must be completed by June 1, 2010 in order to be eligible for financial aid grants.  Note, submission of application on or before June 1 does not guarantee a financial aid award for qualified applicants, as applications will be reviewed until the financial aid budget has been exhausted. Once exhausted, qualified financial aid applicants will be placed on the financial aid waiting list in the event that funds become available.

School and Student Services (SSS) will process our financial aid applications. SSS is a service of NAIS. Based on the financial information you provide, SSS will report to us the PFS (Parents’ Financial Statement) which gives an estimated amount your family can contribute towards tuition. This helps us make fair and objective financial aid decisions. To begin your financial aid application for the coming school year, please follow the steps below.

1. Go to http://sss.nais.org/.
2. Click on the prompt to begin your Parents’

Financial Statement (PFS). You only have to

complete one PFS for all children applying to


our school. Our School Code is 6808.
3. You will be given a password that will allow you

to return to your PFS at a later date before submitting it.
Note: If you apply for financial aid online, your information will be delivered more quickly to our school, allowing us to make a faster decision about your eligibility for financial aid.
